Earth Science Mini Research Report

(Alternative theories of design, the so-called idea of proof, and the problems that exists with them).

Select one of the following to research and report on.

Option A:  Find a book that is written from a Christian perspective and report on any two chapters of the book.  Give a summary of the main data and then react to in a scientific and Christian way, being both faultfinding and complimentary.  Then a section of reflection: what is it you learned. 

Option B: Research about radiometric dating method(s) and do the following:

1. Describe the technique citing things such as discovery of, half-life, things it is used on, etc.

2. What are the problems with this method?
3. Any Christian Science research being done in this area?

4. Your personal reaction and reflection.

Option C:  Select any alternative theory for the origin of the Universe/Earth.

1. Describe the theory/model.

2. What parts of scripture is it in direct conflict with and why?

3. Personal reaction and reflection

Option D:  Write about any natural phenomenon that interests you.  Explain how it works(basically the science behind it).  What do uniformitarian geologist or evolutionists believe about it.  Give also the creation side of the issue.

Need 2 Internet sources, and One old school source.  If you wish, you may present your idea to the class.  If you so choose, you must show visuals.
Mechanics of paper

1. Typed

2. Double spaced

3. Size 12 font, not bold.

4. Length of paper, at least 2 pages, but use as much space as you need.

5. On the first page, put a heading with your name, class and hour, date and my name.  My name should be the biggest.

6. A source page should be included.  Cite them properly, according to Hoyle.

Content of Paper

1. Summary of content.  No opinions or bias statements.  I just want you to tell me what the book or your research revealed to you.

2. Reaction to content.  Here you can use your opinions and feelings to accept or refute the content.  Be critical both with scientific thinking and using scripture.

3. Personal reflection.  What did you learn, gain from this experience?  Is there anything you will use in the future?  Were you drawn closer to God?
