Earth Science Nation Rock and Mineral Collection Project

What you need to know!

Using your newly acquired knowledge, your about to learn of this knowledge, or if you have studied this before, your embedded brain knowledge about rocks and minerals; find, collect, identify and present a collection of at least 12 specimens.  You must follow these listed guidelines:

1. At least six of the specimens must be found in location, that is, out in the wild.

2. Of the 12(or more) 2 must be minerals

   2 must be igneous

   2 must be sedimentary

   2 must be metamorphic

3. The collection should be presented in a closed case.  This case does not need to be see through---egg cartons work well!  However if you choose to make something fancy and make it look extra special nice like, it must have a cover.

4. Whatever case you use, the following should be done:

a. All your rocks/minerals should be CLEAN, free of dirt, moss, etc.

b. All your rocks/minerals should be correctly identified and labeled.

c. When labeling each specimen the following information must be seen either in the place where the specimen rests, or on a separate data sheet. 
aa. Name of specimen: granite, shale, slate, quartz

bb. Type of specimen: igneous, sedimentary, metamorphic, mineral.

cc. Place of discovery: backyard, Milwaukee WI.

dd. date of discovery: October 13, 2005.

ee. If Igneous which family, If sedimentary how formed, if metamorphic what it used to be, if mineral which group.

xc. Any other items which you would like to add is fine and will be counted as extra if it is accurate, pertinent and fun. For instance, hardness, possible uses for it, etc.

5. The Collection will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

a. If handed in on time.  One day late, one week late, one month late is a 50% markdown!!! 

b. Completeness.  If you have only 11, or if you have 7 minerals out of twelve specimens.  Or you only did aa-dd, but not ee. This not acceptable.

c. Neatness.  Did you love your collection?

d. Accuracy. Are you Correct in your identification?

e. Extras.  If you do more than the expected like 19 specimens, or more information (if accurate) than needed.
